It all started on June 2 when his
B-24, based with the Eighth AAF,
England, flew out over France for a
softening-up blow. His plane was shot
down near Paris, Bbut he escaped in-
jury and made it safely to a private
forest where he hid out from the Ger-
mans for three days and nights. In
this private forest, a forest he believes
to be owned by the wealthy Rothschild
banking family, he slept in trees, did
without food and had water only once
before he left its shelter for a nearby
